As places in the
Enrichment Class are limited, students must provide an expression of interest to be included in this class for
Year 7 2023.

Expressions of interest for the Enrichment Class are due to Asquith Girls High School by Friday 18 March
2022. When submitting the expression of interest, please include the following items:

o Enrichment Class Expression of Interest Form

o Year 5 Primary School Report

o Year 5 NAPLAN results

o Completion of a persuasive writing task

Once all expressions of interest have been received, Asquith Girls High School will contact all applicants and
their parents or caregivers to advise of the next steps in the selection process for this class, which may
include the completion of an achievement test and/or a day at Asquith Girls High School in Term 2
(depending on the COVID restrictions in schools at that time).

Students will be notified on whether they will be included in the Enrichment Class by the end of Term 2 2022.
Students who are selected for the Enrichment Class will continue in this program for the duration of Year 7.
Positions in this class will be reviewed at the end of each year based on assessment task data to determine

which students will be placed in the Enrichment Class for the following year.
